and Phil’s brother, Meredith, is played by Stephentown’s Dick Griffin. Mary Lynch, of
Poestenkill, is enjoying her first major stage role as Miss Williams, the governess. New
to CTP, Natalia Davis, of East Greenbush, is playing Elsa Greer, who is posing for a
portrait to be painted by Amyas, played by Rich Perkins of Albany; and Carla’s aunt, Angela Warren, is Nicole
Sanderson, also of Albany. Still to be cast is the role of Jeff Rogers, boyfriend of Carla. Director, Gene Langley began
his CTP involvement twenty one years ago, and his assistant, Paul Trela, will direct for the first time in March.

The audience is in for another thrilling evening as we revisit the scene of a murder which drastically changed the life
of Carla Crale who has grown up believing that her parents were killed in a car crash. However, at her coming of age,
Carla receives a letter written by her mother, Caroline, prior to her death in prison sixteen years ago. The purpose of this
unexpected letter is to make it known that she was not guilty of the murder of Carla’s father, the artist Amyas Crale. The
audience will observe the cast members having the enjoyable challenge of going back in time as they reenact the
events surrounding the murder in an attempt to prove Caroline’s innocence.

It is thought that this may have been the last play written by the popular master of suspense, Agatha Christie, and is
the third Christie play to be directed by Gene Langley. Performances will be held on January 23, 24, 25, 30, 31, and
February 1, and full details can be found on our web site, slca-ctp.org Reservations can be made now by calling 518-
674-2007, e-mailing reservations@slca-ctp.org, or going on-line to ticketleap.com.

Sand Lake Center for the Arts — Circle Theatre Players continues to develop its history of loyal support. We

graciously thank our community and all our supporte

rs. Our successful second annual fund drive helps provide

monies for salaries for our Managing Director and Box Office Manager/Office Assistant and our Endowment Fund

continues to grow.

We have done well in our grant requests from NYSCA (New York State Council on the Arts) for partial salary support,
workshops for youth and adults, and performers for the Squire Jacob concert series. The Town of Sand Lake and the
Rensselaer County Legislature consistently provide financial backing for programming, and Kiwanis generously provided
scholarship funding for young people to attend the Center's summer workshops. We received 3 mini-grants from the
Hudson-Fulton-Champlain Quadricentennial Commission for our upcoming fabulous Fall, ‘09 events celebrating the

discovery of the Hudson River.

Besides grants, other activity financially supports the Center. Chris Shaw and Bridget Ball are presenting a benefit
concert on February 7 at the Center. March brings the annual St Patrick’s dinner celebration at the Ron Berti/Barbara
Neu historical home, and in August the Center will repeat its highly successful A Taste of Sand Lake. The Program Ads
booklet, distributed at every Center event allows businesses to support the Center through advertising. Our café,
merchandise, raffle and gallery sales provide income as do rentals of the Center’s facilities. Every theater production,
Squire Jacob concert and special event like the Holiday Art Fair has the potential to contribute to the Center’s financial

stability.

When making their granting decisions, our funders look for how well the community supports the Center, both
financially and by turnout. Audience attendance helps fill the Center’s coffers, provides great enjoyment for the patron,

and influences grantors.

The Fund Development Committee meets 6 to 8 times a year to review the Center’s financial stability, set goals and
monitor accomplishments. Increasing underwriting support in 2009 is an example of one goal. Committee members have
selected activities like those listed in this article that they wish to help organize to bring monies into the Center.
